CHECKLIST FOR MATH 52 TEAM PRESENTATIONS
1. Meet with your mentor at least twice to prepare your presentation.

 __ Once before November 5.

 __ Again before November 19. 

2. __ Practice the complete presentation with your mentor.

3. __ Team members should carefully plan and coordinate their use of space, time, materials, technology, and personnel to ensure an effective presentation.

4. __ Team members should be ready to start on time.
5. __ Use and give credit to at least three references.

6. __ Give credit to your mentor.

7. __ Team members should give their full names at the beginning of the presentation
8. __ Include a proof in your presentation.

9. __ Connect your presentation to course material, the more the better.

10. __ Team members should learn some new mathematics for the presentation.

11. __ Each team member should participate in the preparation and delivery of the presentation, and should be able to answer questions about any aspect of it.

12. __ The presentation should be designed so that your fellow Math 52 students can understand it. 
13.  __ Make sure to keep the grading criteria in mind as you prepare your presentation. 

14.  __ Check your grammar and spelling.

15.  __ The length of the presentation itself should be about 35 minutes.

16.  __ The presentation should be followed by a chance for students to ask questions.

17.  __ There should be a straightforward homework problem based on the presentation that students should be able to do in 5 minutes or less immediately afterwards if they have been paying attention.
